printed on one continuous sheet.

4. Allocate the top of the poster for the title and authors.

.5. The text, illustrations, etc. should be big.enough to be read from a distance of two meters.

6. Use just one or two colours on a plain coloured background.

7 . Avoid capital letters, except at the beginning of sentences and for proper nouns.

8. Use bolder, larger typeface for the main titles and headings.

9. Put the conclusions at the bottom of the poster before reference.

10. Acknowledgements, if any, should be placed at the bottom right side.

I 1. Posters should be displayed in the designate'd area on the first day of the conference from
2.00 PM -5.00 PM and from l0 AM till 1.30 PM on the concluding day only. At least one of
the presenters should be there at the designated area during this period.
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
